» Start early and plan ahead. 
The sooner you start making your travel plans, the 
more time you have to find great deals on plane 
tickets, hotel rooms, attraction entrance fees, 
etc. Plus, with the extra time you’ll be able to 
spend researching your destination, you’ll no 
doubt find plenty of local hot spots that you 
would’ve missed otherwise.  

» Create a travel itinerary. 
Be sure to include all pertinent details for your 
trip: travel dates, flight details, hotel information, 
scheduled events, etc. At a minimum, leave a 
copy with your emergency contact back home, and 
keep a copy with you in your carry-on bag. If you 
happen to run into any snags along the way, you’ll 
be glad to have all the relevant phone numbers 
and particulars with you. 

» Prepare a list of emergency information. 
At a minimum, your list should include your full 
name, home address, phone number, and relevant 
medical information (i.e., height, weight, date of 
birth, allergies, prescription medication dosages). 
Your list should also include details for emergency 
contacts back home and at your destination (i.e., 
name, address, phone number). 

» Gather all travel documents. 
Store your personal identification, airline tickets, 
vouchers, cash, and traveler’s checks together in a 
colorful expandable poly string-tie envelope. Be 
sure to keep these items with you at all times 
(i.e., in your carry-on bag). 
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» Prepare for command central shutdown. 
Although you’ll be heading off on vacation, the 
world as we know it will not cease to exist. So, 
you’ll need to make arrangements with someone 
to care for your pets and plants. You’ll also want 
to cancel mail and newspaper delivery, adjust the 
thermostat, set timers for lights, etc. 

» Leave your home happy and reap the rewards. 
Before you step out the door to begin your travels, 
take a moment to tidy the house, clean the fridge, 
empty the trash, and make the bed. When you 
step back in the door at the end of your travels, 
completely exhausted from the journey, you’ll be 
so grateful to enter the haven that you created! 
Ahhh… home sweet home… 

» Stop by the local visitors’ bureau. 
When you arrive at your destination, stop by the 
visitors’ center to pick up all kinds of freebies: 
maps, brochures, coupons, discounts, etc. In fact, 
if you’re traveling by car, plan to stop at the 
visitors’ bureau in every state or province through 
which you’ll drive. Not only will you get a planned 
potty break, but you’ll also take away a free state 
or provincial map and hotel coupons (just in case)! 

» Relax your schedule. 
As exciting as traveling to a new place may be, try 
to maintain realistic expectations. Leave some 
flex time in your schedule. Need a nap? It’s OK to 
take one. Try not to put too much pressure on 
yourself to stay busy the entire time you’re away 
from home.
